The new (post war) council houses on
Cadbury Heath Rd didn't have mains
sewage. The waste was pumped each
night up to the orchard!

and Kingswood kept hen and a pig
Hollyguest Rd had lots of pigs

‘must have been quite a smell!

The Kingswood pig ~stil
remembered...“She would
watch the Kingswood High Street
Whitson procession every year
(15208) dressed in a boater hat!”
